Dear Students and Families,       
 
Welcome to Mendocino High School’s Multimedia class! I’m excited about the opportunity to get 
to know you and I’m looking forward to a productive school year. 
 
About the class: 
Multimedia is a two-part course that focuses on the fundamentals of Audio, Radio, and Video 
performing arts. We spend the first semester of the school year exploring the aesthetic concepts 
of audio, both in the studio and live setting. Students will also produce live and pre-recorded 
programming for the schools 24-hour FM-Powered radio station KAKX 89.3FM. During the 
second semester students will be introduced to the basic principles of pre-production, 
production, and post-production during the creation of a video.  
 
About the Media Lab: 
The Mendocino High School Multimedia Arts Program aka the “Media Lab” is a one of a kind 
educational experience our small school has to offer. With our main focus oriented around our 
fully functional and legal FM powered radio station KAKX 89.3. We provide students the 
equipment needed to learn and directly apply the fundamentals of audio, radio, and video 
technology. Students who take this class will be responsible for the overall function of the radio 
station, in addition documenting campus events through video and sound recording. Students 
will be expected to participate in activities outside of regular class hours.
